This product should only be used in a residence or similar location.
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SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

To avoid injury or accidents, please follow all safety precautions.

If the power cord is damaged, it must be repaired or replaced
by the manufacturer.

/\ WARNING

Do not touch the power plug with wet hands.
This may cause electric shock.
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Before cleaning the air purifier, make sure the power supply has
been disconnected.

Only 120V~AC power supply can be used.
The use of universal sockets or different power sources may cause
overheating and fire.

Plug the air purifier into the power outlet before starting the unit.
If the plug is not fully inserted into the outlet, it may cause electric
shock, overheating, or fire. Do not use damaged plugs or loose
power outlets.

Do not damage the power cord or socket.

When using the air purifier, do not bind or twist the wires. Damaged
wires may lead to electric shock, short-circuiting, or fire. Do not cut,
refit, twist, poke, or pull wires, or place heavy objects on wires or
sockets.
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SAFETY PRECAUTIONS (continued)

/I WARNING

Clean the power plug regularly. If dust accumulates on the power
plug, the insulation component could become damaged, resulting in

0 fire. Remove the power plug and clean it with a dry cloth. Do not use
a wet cloth! If the air purifier is not used for an extended period of
time, the power plug should be disconnected.

Do not disassemble. Unauthorized disassembly or modification of
electrical appliances may lead to electric shock, failure, or fire.

Do not place rods or other metal objects near the air outlet or inlet.
They may come in contact with the internal components and cause
electric shock or damage.

Do not use benzene, thinner, or other solvents to clean the air
purifier. The use of hazardous solvents may damage the air purifier,
causing a short circuit, resulting in electric shock or fire.

Do not use this air purifier in places with greasy airborne

particles. For example, in the kitchen, the air purifier could become
contaminated with grease, which would damage the product. The air
purifier should not be used for ventilation or air extraction.

Do not use the air purifier in a room while also using fumigation
insecticides. Chemical residues could accumulate in the unit and
later be released from the air outlet, endangering occupant health.
After using insecticide, the room should be thoroughly ventilated
before using the air purifier.

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REMOVAL AND INSTALLATION OF BOTTOM COVER

Remove cover

Hold unit with one hand and
with the other hand, rotate
bottom cover counter-clockwise
to "open" position.

2 Re-install cover

Re-install the cover by
aligning indicator triangle
with unlock icon, then rotate
cover clockwise until triangle
on cover aligns with the lock
icon on housing.
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PLACEMENT OF AIR PURIFIER

To achieve purified air circulation in
your room, make sure the unit’s air
inlet and outlet have at least 8 inches
of clearance from walls and other
objects. Obstructing the unit's air
inlet or outlet will lower the purifier's
cleaning efficiency.

Place the unit at least 3 feet away
from TVs, radios, and other electronic
appliances.

A Do not plug the power cord into

an outlet already being used by
a TV, radio, or other electronic
appliance.

If you use the unit in the same place
for an extended period of time, the
wall nearest the air purifier may
become dirty.

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ADVANCED AIR FILTER CARTRIDGE INSTALLATION

This air purifier is equipped with an Advanced Air Filter Cartridge. Before using the
product, remove the filter's outer packaging. Place the filter back in the unit after
doing so.

4 WARNING

- Disconnect the power supply before the unit is transported or
serviced.

- Do not operate the machine without its filter installed.

- Remove the filter’s plastic packaging before using the machine.

OPERATION STEPS

When using the air purifier for the first time, follow the steps below to
install the Advanced Cartridge correctly.

1 Remove all packaging materials and
place the machine on a dry, stable,
and level surface.

Remove the bottom cover
by holding unit with one
hand and with the other
hand, rotate bottom cover
counter-clockwise to "open"
position.

Remove the packing material
from the Advanced Cartridge.

Put the Advanced Cartridge
back into the air purifier.
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6 Re-install the cover by aligning
the indicator triangle with the
power cord, then by rotating the
cover clockwise until the triangle
on the cover aligns with the
triangle on the housing.

When installing the bottom cover, use
caution to avoid pinching your hand.
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PLUGGING IN THE MACHINE

When the power is plugged in, the machine will sound, all indicator lights will flash
on and then half off, and the machine will enter standby mode.

MANUAL MODE

Once the unit has been plugged in
and enters standby mode, press the

power button to begin operation. The

air purifier will then enter manual
mode.

FILTRATION SPEED

When the unit is running,
press the filtration fan
speed button until the
desired speed indicator is
illuminated.

B ABLETOP AIR PURIFIER

TURNING ON THE PURIFIER

The product utilizes a fan system com-
posed of a Brushless AC motor, centrifu-
gal fan and air ducts. To create air circu-
lation, the unpurified air passes through
the bottom of the unit, then through the
HEPA cartridge filter. Purified air exits
the unit through the air outlet at the top
of the housing. This cycle is continuous
as long as the unit is operating. A more
visual representation of this process can
be found on page 15.

To turn the product off, press the
power button and then unplug
the machine.

DISPLAY LOCK

Press and hold the display lock button for
SLEEP MODE approximately three seconds, until you hear a
sound. The panel will then enter the display lock
state. If you try pressing any other buttons, the
display lock indicator will flash three times to in-
dicate the lock is active. Other button functions
will be invalid. Hold the display button lock for
another three seconds to prompt the indicator
noise and exit display lock.

When in sleep mode,
the fan will run while
all other indicators
are off. Press any key
to exit sleep mode.

RESET

When the filter is
replaced, press the
reset button for three
seconds after the new
filter has been installed.
This resets the filter and
turns off the “Replace
Filter” indicator.

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MAINTENANCE AND CLEANING

Clean the inside and outside of the
purifier regularly to prevent dust
accumulation. Use a soft, dry cloth to
wipe dust off the purifier and purifier
filter. Clean the air inlet and outlet
with a soft, dry cloth.

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UNDERSTANDING THE ROLE OF FILTERS

Purified Air Output

Unpurified Air Intake Unpurified air enters the
Advanced Cartridge through
its outer surface. Purified
air exits from the middle of
the Advanced Cartridge and
travels upward.

REFRESH INSTRUCTIONS

1 Turn off the power and unplug the machine.

2 Removing the Advanced Air Filter
Cartridge

a. Remove the bottom cover of
the Air Purifier. Hold the unit
with one hand. Use your other
hand to rotate the bottom
cover counterclockwise to
“open” position.

b. Remove the Advanced
Cartridge from the Air Purifier
and place it on a flat surface,
Quick-Release Lid Side Up, for
disassembly.

&) ABLETOP AIR PURIFIER
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Removing, Washing &
Re-Attaching the Pre-Filter

a. The Pre-Filter is held together with
hook and loop fastening strips.
Remove the Pre-Filter from the
Advanced Filter Cartridge by gently
separating (pulling) the hook-side
from the loop-side of the fastening
strips.

b. Hand-wash the Pre-Filter with soap
and water until clean.

c. Air-dry the Pre-Filter completely,
before re-attaching it to the
Advanced Cartridge.

d. Re-attach the Pre-Filter by
wrapping it around the Advanced
Cartridge and pressing its hook and
loop fastening strips together.



f ATTENTION

When the indicator light flashes, it will also make a sound to remind you
to replace a component of the filter. It is recommended to replace your
filter components regularly and when this indicator goes off for optimal
performance.

Replacing the True HEPA H13 Filter and Super Absorbent Carbon Filters

The True HEPA H13 and Super Absorbent Carbon filters are sold as a composite
filter and replaced at the same time. Look for the Advanced Cartridge
Replacement Filters, part number AM-AP1130-FLTRPACK, when purchasing.

d. Slide the Replacement Filter (composite True
HEPA H13 and Super Absorbent Carbon Filter) over
the Inner Frame of the Base.

Replacement Filter is placed completely inside
the Base. Adjust if necessary. _°

e. Set the Lid on top of the Replacement Filter. Make
certain the Replacement Filter is completely
contained inside the Lid. Adjust if necessary.

f. Rotate the Lid so its (4) Arrow Indicators align with
INNER FRAME
the (4) Line Indicators on the Base. Once aligned, :
